Grade 2 Spelling Program
Dear Parents/Caregivers:

We will be doing a weekly spelling program in our class. Five new spelling words will be introduced to students every Monday and students will be writing these words in their agendas. The words selected are based on a list of high frequency words for Grade 2 students, as well as words that students have difficulty spelling in their daily writing. Our spelling program will undergo some changes throughout the school year, but to start things off all students will be focusing on the same five words each week so that we can develop our spelling routines and begin to establish our classroom word wall. We will spend time each week practicing the words (writing them, cheering them, etc.) and using them to help us learn word patterns and spell new words. Students are encouraged to practice these words at home. We will be having a spelling quiz on the words each Friday.

Here are some suggestions for ways to practice spelling words at home:

1. Look, say, flip, write check! Look at the spelling word, say the word quietly to yourself, flip the spelling list over, write the word on a blank piece of paper, and check to see if you spelled the word correctly. If you spelled the word incorrectly, keep trying until you get the word right.
2. Write each word and highlight the part of the word that is tricky for you.

3. Write your words in pyramids.

4. Write a sentence using each word. Feel free to use more than one spelling word in each sentence!

6. Write each word and find smaller words inside it.

7. Copy your words in alphabetical order.
8. See if you can connect your words to make a crossword.
